
Working differently, 
Same mission

Our work looked a little 
different this year across 
all our programs, but the 
mission behind our work -- 
to conserve, empower and 
sustain communities through 
responsible and visionary land 
use -- underpinned all of our 
successes in 2020.  

We completed construction 
on an EarthCraft certified 
energy efficient permanently 
affordable single family 
home in the Kenney Ridge 
Community. This community 
of homes was established in 
1997, three years after Athens 

Land Trust was founded, and 
in conjunction with its first 
conservation easement of 
protected land, piloting our 
model for healthy, holistic 
communities for all.  

The future Kenney Ridge 
homeowner moved in this 
year through our lease 
purchase program and is 
working toward closing in 
the near future. Three other 
families also became first time 
homeowners in 2020, a proud 
accomplishment in the face 
of an unprecidented housing 
and financial crisis.

With adaptations to safeguard 
public health, we continued 
to implement two of our three 
youth development programs, 
with the Young Urban Builders 
working exclusively on exterior 
home repair and rehabilitation 
projects, and the Young 
Conservation Stewards 
incorporating masking and 
social distancing into their 
outdoor work on public lands.

Finally, we saw big changes at 
the West Broad Garden and 
Farmers Market, with a new 
location and a new online 
format.
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Growing Where
We're planted
The West Broad Farmers 
Market opened its eighth 
season at a new location, 
and in response to the 
onset of the pandemic in 
a new format as well, with 
the launch of an online 
marketspace for weekly 
orders, packed pickup each 
Saturday via drive-thru. 

At the end of 2019 we 
concluded operation of the 
West Broad Farmers Market 
andGarden at the historic 
West Broad School site. While 
we are honored to have 
called that treasured space 
our home, we started 2020 
by putting down new roots. 

The Market's new location 
is the result of a partnership 
with the Athens Housing 
Authority — they made their 
parking lot available and 
have provided the use of an 
acre of adjacent land for the 
new West Broad Community 
Garden. 

The transition from a lively 
gathering place to an 
online, drive-thru market has 
been successful, with more 
vendors and shoppers being 
a part of the market than 
ever before. 

The new garden has been 
established on 1.3 acres in 

the heart of the West Broad 
neighborhood. The site has six 
existing mature pecans trees, 
and is being enhanced with 
fruit trees and berry bushes, 
in-ground plantings, raised 
and conventional beds for 
community and educational 
use, and a shaded portico. 

Volunteers, Young Urban 
Farmers, market shoppers 
and neighborhood residents 
have taken part in planting, 
workshops, and community 
gatherings at the new 
garden, and it will continue 
to grow to serve the 
surrounding community for 
years to come.
